I was initially notified by our classmate Leonard SY Li this morning at home (only later realized 
Yang’s daughter had earlier left messages both on my phones and e-mail). 

Have called and talked with both Yang’s wife Sharon and daughters Jean and Grace.  He died 
of massive aneurysm in the head, on-set Sunday morning ~7:00am and  
stopped breathing ~10 minutes later, life support sustained till yesterday morning.  He was 
otherwise in good health.  He saved 4 people with his immediate organ  
donations: kidneys, lungs, and liver.   

I will attend Yang’s funeral in Gainesville, Florida this Saturday and present a flower wreath in 
the name of our EE64 classmates (suggest that our EE64 “travel fund”  
expenses the flower cost and Chen H Wu mail it to me). 

Mark is such an nice gentleman, dear and always willing-to-help, helpful to others including of 
course his classmates, aside from being a scholar in mathematical statistics  
of US national and international recognition.  He was born in Sichwan, China and grew up in 
Kao-Shung, southern Taiwan, is much a country boy of hearty genuineness and  
mild manners.  Yang is one of the sharpest mind among us and is a quick study.  And yet he is 
uncompromising for dealings in principle and stands total integrity.   

Yang excelled in Taida EE.  He then switched to mathematical statistics and executed an 
outstanding professional carrier in US as a distinguished professor in the  
Department of Statistics, University of Florida, including many consulting and scholar-visiting 
positions at US schools, government agencies, and private companies and at  
universities in Taiwan and in China. 

Mark Chao Kuen Yang is a dear classmate to us all.  He was in the 2007 Norway reunion 
cruise.  He contributed/wrote on our EE64 website and often shed in-depth  
comment/observation in classmates-e-mail communications.  To me, I had the additional 
privilege of working with him as our company’s consultant virtually continuously  
for the last ~30 years, to now.  His outstanding work and devotion is such an asset and 
contributed greatly to many important problems’ identification, approaches, and  
solutions.  And learning from and with Yang great enhanced my knowledge in statistics, 
including collaborated papers some widely deemed of landmark significance.

A lot of people go through life with them and never know it, 
ending up dying from something completely unrelated.  Small ones can be monitored 
conservatively.  Larger ones need to be surgically fixed.  Warning signs include certain types 
of headaches and certain neurologic signs.  Sometimes there is no warning at all." 

This "sometimes there is no warning at all" is the most dangerous one.  I feel so sad that we 
lose Mark Yang this way, no warning at all.

At first, I  
thought you might have had an unexpected and important event to care for; a few seconds 
later I realized what had happened.  With shock and sorrow, tears streamed down  
my cheeks.  I silently cried, "C.K. we scheduled to meet, wouldn't you remember and wait?" 

I visited Gainsville again on October 30 to greet you at the Forest Meadows Funeral Home.  
During the services, the main Chapel of the funeral home was completely full; many of the 
people attending the memorial services had to stand at the back and aisle of the Chapel.  
Following the moving stories sharing by your daughters and son about you as loving dad and 
your colorful life. Our classmate Charles Mo gave a eulogy for you on behalf of Taida EE 1964.  
He brought back lots of the good old memories of our college life together, mentioned your 
distinguished academic achievements and read many consolation e-mails from classmates.  
Many of your colleagues and students also went forward talking about their appreciation of 
your kind, valuable help and contribution to many situations they encountered as well as your 
impact on their lives. 

You mentioned earlier to me that you had visited our classmate Chen Ying-Liang's beautiful 
farm in Taitung; since Gainsville and Havana are less than two hundred miles away, I invited 
you come to tour my Havana orchard farm.  Knowing you are very interested in gardening, I 
suggested that I would show and share some of my farm products to you when I have a 
chance while visiting you in Gainesville. I brought a few Fuyu, Tenenashi and Saijo 
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persimmons from my farm to your family. The organic fruits were not in their best shape since 
it was the end of their season.  I just wanted to deliver the little commitment I made from our 
last conversation in mid-October. 

Since this is an open letter, I would like to conclude it with a text from your favorite folk song 
"Red River Valley" which we sang for you in your funeral, and a paragraph from your eulogy to 
share with our classmates: "From this valley they say you are going. We will miss your bright 
eyes and sweet smile. For they say you are taking the sunshine. That has brightened our 
pathway a while.",  “Mark was known by all for his intellect, quick wit, creative writing ability, 
story-telling, gardening skills, magic performance, generosity, kindness and love for his wife 
and children." 

Mark, you will be remembered and continue to live in our memory forever.  God bless you!
